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Sunday Mornings
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On Sunday mornings from Sept through May, we have three
worship services and classes for all ages. Worship is central to who we
are as Christians. We take time to give our minds and hearts, our
attention and devotion to God as the center of our lives.

We provide weekly
opportunities where each of us can learn more about our Christian
faith, ask our questions, share our storfes, and challenge ourselves to
follow Jesus in our daily lives.
